The San Diego Rowing Club (SDRC) is an organization operated, principally, through the
voluntary efforts of its members. While providing services to members is the most important
SDRC priority, these services must be efficient and affordable. Dues and fee payments through
a pre-authorized debit from your checking account is one method of providing efficient and
affordable service.

Attached you will find an Authorization Agreement for Pre-Authorized Debits (the
Authorization). The Authorization allows SDRC to submit a request to your bank for a transfer
of up to $200 per month. This Authorization will remain in place until you cancel it through
written notification to both your bank and SDRC. Also, please keep in mind that you will need to
notify SDRC and your bank if you close this account. The Debit should occur on or shortly after
the first of each month for that month.

Please complete this form and return it along with a voided check to my attention at SDRC.
Inclusion of a voided check will help us identify and eliminate potential failed transactions that
may be caused by inaccurate information.

Maintaining current information for you is going to be very important. The transaction will fail if
there are insufficient funds in your account or if the account has been closed. Should the
transaction fail due to circumstances beyond SDRC’s control, the cost of the failure will need to
be billed to you.
